Sec. 5-125. Concurrent jurisdiction. A Aay mnor
all eged to have violated a traffic, boating, or fish and gane
law, or a nunicipal or county ordinance, may be prosecuted
for the wviolation and if found guilty punished under any
statute or ordinance relating to the violation, wthout
reference to the procedures set out in this Article, except
that any detention, nust be in conpliance with this Article.

For the purpose of this Section, "traffic violation"
shall include a violation of Section 9-3 of the Crim nal
Code of 1961 relating to the offense of reckless hom cide,
Section 11-501 of the Illinois Vehicle Code, or any simlar
county or nunici pal ordinance.
