Section 5. The Unenpl oynent |nsurance Act is anmended by

changi ng Section 212 as foll ows:

Sec. 212. Service perfornmed by an individual for an
enploying wunit, whether or not the sweh individual enploys
others in connection with the performance of such services,
shall be deened to be enploynent wunless and until it is
proven in any proceedi ng where such issue is involved that--

A.  Such individual has been and will continue to be free
fromcontrol or direction over the performance of such
services, both under his contract of service and in fact; and

B. Such service is either outside the usual course of
t he busi ness for which such service is perfornmed or that such
service is perfornmed outside of all the places of business of
the enterprise for which such service is perforned; and

C. Such individual 1is engaged in an i ndependent |y
establ i shed trade, occupation, profession, or business.
