represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Firearm Owmers ldentification Card Act is

anended by changi ng Section 6 as foll ows:

(430 ILCS 65/6) (from Ch. 38, par. 83-6)
Sec. 6. Contents of Firearm Omer's ldentification Card.

(a) Except as otherwise provided in subsection (d), a

Firearm Ower's ldentification Card, issued by the Departnent
of State Police at such places as the Director of the
Department shall specify, shall contain the applicant's nane,
residence, date of birth, sex, physical description, recent
phot ograph and signature. Each Firearm Ower's ldentification
Card nust have the expiration date boldly and conspicuously
displayed on the face of +the card. Each Firearm Ower's
I dentification Card nmust have printed on it the follow ng:
"CAUTION - This <card does not permt bearer to UNLAWFULLY
carry or wuse firearns." Before Decenber 1, 2002, t he
Depar t ment may use a person's digital photograph and
signature from his or her Illinois driver's license or
II'linois ldentification Card, if available. On and after
Decenber 1, 2002, the Departnment shall use a person's digital
phot ograph and signature fromhis or her |Illinois driver's
license or Illinois Identification Card, if available. The
Department shall decline to use a person's digital photograph
or signature if the digital photograph or signature is the
result of or associated with fraudul ent or erroneous data,
unl ess ot herw se provided by | aw.

(b) Except as otherw se provided in subsection (d), a

person applying for a FirearmOmer's ldentification Card

shall consent to the Departnent of State Police wusing the
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applicant's digital driver's i cense or I1linois
I dentification Card photograph, if available, and signature
on the applicant's Firearm Owmer's Identification Card. The
Secretary of State shall allow the Departnent of State Police
access to the photograph and signature for the purpose of
identifying the applicant and issuing to the applicant a
Firearm Omer's ldentification Card.

(c) The Secretary of State shall conduct a study to
determne the <cost and feasibility of creating a nethod of

adding an identifiable code, background, or other neans on

the driver's license or Illinois lIdentification Card to show
that an individual is not disqualified from owning or
possessing a firearm under State or federal |[|aw The

Secretary shall report the findings of this study 12 nonths
after the effective date of this anendatory Act of the 92nd
General Assenbly.

(d) An applicant for a Firearm Omer's Ildentification

Card is not required to submt to a photograph or digital

phot ograph if sufficient justification is provided by the

applicant to establish that such photograph or digital

photograph would be in violation of or contradictory to the

applicant's reliqgious convictions. If an applicant declares

that the use of a photograph or diqgital photograph is agai nst

his or her religious convictions, the applicant nust be qgiven

an affidavit to be conpleted. This affidavit must contain

desi gnated areas for a detailed witten explanation of the

reasons why a photograph or digital photograph is against the

applicant's reliqgi ous convi cti ons, a pl ace for the

applicant's signature and date, and the designation of the

religious sect or denonination involved; and space for a

mnister or other religious l|leader to apply his or her

signature attesting to the expl anation that the applicant has

offered, along with the date and official title of the

mnister or religious |leader. The affidavit shal | be
