Sec. 4.1. Economc effects of illegal immagration; study

and report.

(a) The Conmi ssion nust conduct a study and conpile data

concerning the effects of illeqgal immgration on both the

public and private econonies of the State of Illinois.

Included in the study shall be anal yses of econonmi c inflows,

such as tax revenues to the State, units of |ocal governnent,

and school districts and increased incone to providers of

housi ng and goods and services, together wth analyses of

econonic outflows, such as the costs of nedical care,

education, and public safety and assistance. In addition, the

study shall i nclude analyses of other econom c effects of

illegal inmmgration deened rel evant by the Conmi ssi on.

(b) The Conmission shall nake its study and conpil e data

with respect to State fiscal years 2000, 2001, and 2002.

(c) The Conm ssion shall report its findings and a

sunmmary of its data to the Governor and the General Assenbly

by January 1, 2004.

(d) This Section is repealed on July 1, 2004.
