Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois Human R ghts Act is anended by

changi ng Sections 10-101 and 10-102 as foll ows:

Sec. 10-102. Court Actions. (A) GCrcuit Court Actions.
(1) An aggrieved party nmay comence a civil action in an
appropriate Crcuit Court not later than 2 years after the
occurrence or the termnation of an alleged civil rights
violation or the breach of a conciliation or settlenent
agreenent entered into under this Act, whichever occurs |ast,
to obtain appropriate relief wth respect to the alleged
civil rights violation or breach. Venue for such civil
action shall be determ ned under Section 8-111(B)(6). 1n _the

case of a civil action arising under Article 2 of this Act,

no action shall be commenced sooner than 180 days after the

filing of a charge under Section 7A-102(A)(1).

(2) The conputation of such 2-year period shall not
include any tinme during which an admnistrative proceeding
under this Act was pending with respect to a conplaint or
charge under this Act based upon the alleged civil rights
vi ol ati on. Thi s paragraph does not apply to actions arising
froma breach of a conciliation or settlenent agreenent.

(3) An aggrieved party my commence a civil action
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arising under Article 3 of this Act under this subsection

whet her or not a charge has been filed under Section 7B-102
and wthout regard to the status of any such charge.;
However, if the Departnment or |ocal agency has obtained a
conciliation or settlenent agreenent with the consent of an
aggrieved party, no action may be filed under this subsection

by such aggrieved party arising under Article 2 or 3 wth

respect to the alleged civil rights violation practice which
forms the basis for such conplaint except for the purpose of
enforcing the terns of such conciliation or settlenent
agr eenent .

(4) An aggrieved party shall not commence a civil action
under this subsection with respect to an alleged civil rights
violation which fornms the basis of a conplaint issued by the
Departnent if a hearing officer has coomenced a hearing on
the record wunder Article 2 or 3 of this Act with respect to
such conpl ai nt .

(B) Appointnment of Attorney by Court. Upon application
by a person alleging a civil rights violation or a person
agai nst whomthe civil rights violation is alleged, if in the
opi nion of the court such person is financially wunable to
bear the costs of such action, the court may:

(1) appoint an attorney for such person, any attorney so
appointed my petition for an award of attorneys fees
pursuant to subsection (C)(2) of this Section; or

(2) authorize the comrencenent or continuation of a
civil action under subsection (A wthout the paynent of
fees, costs, or security.

(C© Relief which may be granted. (1) 1In a civil action
under subsection (A) if the court or jury finds that a civil
rights violation has occurred or is about to occur, it the
eourt nmay award to the plaintiff actual and punitive damages

(except no punitive damages shall be awarded against the

State), and the court may grant as relief, as the court deens
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appropri at e, any per manent or prelimnary injunction,
tenporary restraining order, or other order, including an
order enjoining the defendant from engaging in such civil
rights violation or ordering such affirmative action as nmay

be appropriate, including, in the case of civil actions under

Article 2 of this Act, reinstatenent or hiring of enpl oyees,

with or without backpay, or any other equitable relief the

court deens appropriate.

(2) In a civil action under subsection (A), the court,
inits discretion, may allow the prevailing party, other than
the State of Illinois, reasonable attorneys fees and costs.
The State of Illinois shall be liable for such fees and costs
to the sane extent as a private person.

(D) Intervention By The Departnent. The Attorney
General of Illinois may intervene on behal f of the Departnent
if the Department certifies that the case is of general
public inportance. Upon such intervention the court may
award such relief as is authorized to be granted to a
plaintiff in a civil action under Section 10-102(C).
