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AN ACT in relation to health.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the
Unified Health Care System Act.

Section 5. Definitions. In this Act:

" Conmi ssi on" means the Unified Health Care System
Conmmi ssion created under Section 10.

"Enpl oyee" neans a person who is enployed in this State,
whet her by a public or a private enpl oyer

"Pl an" means the Unified Health Care System Plan

devel oped by the Conm ssi on.

Section 10. Unified Health Care System Conm ssi on.

(a) The Unified Health Care System Comm ssion IS
created. The Comm ssion shall <consist of the follow ng
menbers appoi nted by the Governor:

(1) Five wvoting nenbers representing organized
| abor.

(2) Five voting nenbers representing nmanagenent.

(3) Three non-voting nenbers representing t he

i nsurance industry.

(4) One non-voting menber representing t he

Departnent of |nsurance.

The Governor shall appoint non-voting advisory nenbers
representing providers of health care services, as the
Gover nor deens appropri ate.

(b) The Departnent of Insurance shall provide necessary

staff support for the Conmm ssion.

Section 15. Unified Health Care System Plan. Wth the
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assistance of its advisory nenbers, the Comm ssion shal
develop a Unified Health Care System Pl an that provides for
health care coverage for every enployee and his or her
dependents. The plan shall include, but need not be limted
to, the follow ng features:

(1) The plan shall provide health care coverage for
every enpl oyee and his or her dependents.

(2) The plan shall be financed by an enpl oyer-paid
assessnent, in an anmount determned by the Conmm ssion,
for each enployee. Every enployer shall pay the sane
assessnent per enpl oyee, regardl ess of the nunber of its
enpl oyees.

(3) The plan shall allow an enployer's paynent
(whether at the enployer's initiative or as a result of
col l ective bargaining) of all or part of any co-paynents,
deducti ble anpbunts, or other enployee costs of coverage
establ i shed by the Conmm ssi on.

(4) The plan shall allow self-enployed individuals
to purchase health care coverage under the plan for
t henmsel ves and their dependents at cost.

(5) The plan shall include the followi ng features:
negotiation of reduced prescription drug prices with
phar maceuti cal conpani es; conmmon standards for hospitals
and other institutional and individual providers of
health care services; wellness progranms; conputerization
of nmedical records and prescription drug or deri ng;
quality neasures and quality control; and chronic disease

management .

Section 20. Bids. The Comm ssion shall oversee the

subm ssi on and acceptance of bids to adm nister the plan.

Section 25. Additional enployee benefits. Nothing in

this Act shall be construed to prohibit an enpl oyer's paynment
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(whether at the enployer's initiative or as a result of

col l ective bargaining) of all
