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AN ACT concerning the State Library.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The State Library Act is anended by addi ng

Section 15 as foll ows:

Sec. 15. Public library Internet use study.

(a) Under Section 7 of this Act, the State Library is

charged with advising libraries in lllinois regarding the

adm ni stration and functioning of libraries. In furtherance

of that purpose, the Director of the State Library nust

conduct a study to deternine the npbst effective neans of

preventing mnminors from accessing explicit sexual materi al

frompublic-access conputers that are located in public

libraries. The study nust consider any constitutional

requirenent that adult library patrons be guar ant eed

unfiltered access to the Internet and nust contain the

Director's recommendations for conpliance wth any such

requi renent.

(b) For purposes of this Section:

(1) "Public library" neans a library that i s

creat ed under the Illinois Local Library Act, the

Il1linois Library System Act, the Public Library D strict

Act of 1991, the Chicago Public Library Act, the Vill age

Library Act, the Library Incorporation Act, the Libraries

in Parks Act, the Counties Code, the Township Code, or

the Illinois Minicipal Code.

(2) "Explicit sexual material" neans any nateri al

that is: obscene as defined in Section 11-20 of the

Cri m nal Code of 1961; child pornography as defined in

Section 11-20.1 of the Crimnal Code of 1961; or nateri al
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harnful to mnors as defined in Section 11-21 of the

Crimnal Code of 1961.

(3) "Public-access conputer" neans a conputer that

is located in a public library, that is connected to the
Internet, and that is available for wuse by library
patrons..

(c) The Director must conplete this study before January

1, 2005. A copy of the results of the study shall be

provided to each public library in the State, the Secretary

of State, the Speaker of the House, the President of the

Senate, the Mnority Leader of the House, and the Mnority

Leader of the Senate. A copy of the results of the study nust

be avail able for review by any nenber of the public.
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
