WHEREAS, In 1973, M. Davis becane the sub-director of
USWA District 34, which represented nore than 20,000 workers
in M ssouri, lowa, Nebraska, Kansas, and the southern
three-quarters of Illinois; in 1977, he was elected director

of District 34; he retired fromthe position in 1993; and

WHEREAS, M. Davis was also very involved with conmunity
activities; he was instrunental in raising noney to purchase

land for Southern 1llinois University Edwardsville; he was
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the first president of the Alton-Wod River United Wy and
was a board nenber for both the St. Louis and Al ton-Wod
Ri ver United Way Chapters; he was a nenber of the University
of Illinois and M ssouri University Labor Institutes Advisory
commttees; he was on fund-raising conmttees for the United
Way, Salvation Arny, YMCA, and the Anerican Red Cross; he was
a del egate for many union conventions and served just nore
than a year on the Wod R ver Gty Council from February 17,
1998 to April of 1999; he was honored to be the first |[|abor
| eader to receive a Junior Chanber of Commerce man of the

year award; and
