Joseph's Hospital Advisory Board, Commissioner and Chairman of
the Alton Housing Authority, Commander of Alton VFW Post No.
3899, and Chairman of the Administrative Advisory Committee for

J.B. Johnson Career Development Center; and

WHEREAS, For the American Heart Association, he served on
the Illinois Affiliate board of directors, chairman of the
Administration Council and the Upper Madison County Heart
Association, Illinois Affiliate of the American Heart
Association; he was appointed by former Governor James Thompson
as a commisssioner of the Southwestern Illinois Metropolitan

and Regional Planning Commission; and
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WHEREAS, He was a member of the Boy Scouts Awareness
Exploration Program, the Southwestern Illinois Area Wide
Business Development Finance Corporation, the Madison County
