An appropriation

bill introduced in and passed by the General Assembly shall

contain appropriations to no more than one State department,

State agency, or other entity of State government.

Appropriations to each State department, State agency, or other

entity of State government shall be contained in separate bills

introduced in and passed by the General Assembly.
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
