WHEREAS, The American Red Cross is committed to assuring a
safe and adequate blood supply for Illinois and the entire

WHEREAS, Through its work, the American Red Cross, an
enduring American institution, restores hope at home and
throughout the world everyday; furthermore, the vital services
of this humanitarian organization would not be possible without
the generous contributions from the American people;
