County Coroner, a position he held for 24 years, being

re-elected 5 times; and

WHEREAS, Wendell Lambert was also active in his community;

he had been a Boy Scout leader, a longtime Republican precinct

committeeman, an adjunct professor in the mortuary science

department at Southern Illinois University, a past president of

the Illinois Coroner's Association, a member of the Illinois

Funeral Director's Association, and a member of the National

Funeral Director's Association; he was also a member of St.

Mary Catholic Church in Harrisburg; and
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WHEREAS, Even with all of his other many achievements, Mr.

Lambert was the most proud of his family; and
