Gnuse's leadership, the bank has grown to over 190 staff
members in 2006; with his leadership and guidance, the First
Bankers Trust Company's current assets have grown to over $400
million, while First Bankers Trust Services has over $2 billion

in assets under management; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gnuse has been extremely active in his church

and the Quincy community as well as the surrounding communities
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during his 50 year banking career and has served on various
boards and in many different capacities; he is a past United
Way Chairman as well as a member of many different service
clubs and is currently Chairman of the Board of Trustees of

Culver-Stockton College; and
