Band, the Puritans, and the choir; she loved gospel music and

was an excellent soloist; she was also an active participant in

all aspects of the Church of God in Christ at the local,

district, state jurisdictional, and national levels; and

WHEREAS, Along with her husband, she founded Prayer Wheel

Church of God in Christ in Springfield and East Side Church of
