WHEREAS, His tendency toward friendliness and
philosophical thinking continued to deepen over the years; he
was a son and grandson, a brother and uncle, a husband and
father, a grandfather and great-grandfather, a friend and
helper, and a tough act to follow; he was a Christian and a

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WHEREAS, The passing of Gale C. Wicks has been deeply felt
by many, especially his children, Larry (Arlene) Wicks, Judy
