20 ILCS 3501/845-5

Amends the Illinois Finance Authority Act. Increases the aggregate
limit on outstanding bonds from $25,200,000,000 to $30,000,000,000.
Excludes from this limit bonds issued under the Illinois Environmental
Facilities Financing Act.

Section 5. The Illinois Finance Authority Act is amended by

changing Section 845-5 as follows:

(20 ILCS 3501/845-5)

Sec. 845-5. The Authority may not have outstanding at any

one time bonds for any of its corporate purposes in an

aggregate principal amount exceeding $30,000,000,000

$25,200,000,000, excluding bonds issued to refund the bonds of

the Authority or bonds of the Predecessor Authorities and

excluding bonds issued under the Illinois Environmental

Facilities Financing Act.
