Ashley Sietsema enlisted in the Illinois Army

National Guard in December of 2004; after training at Fort

Jackson in South Carolina and Fort Sam Houston in Texas, she

was assigned to the 708th Medical Company in North Riverside,

where she served as a health care specialist and ambulance

driver; on September 3, 2007, she was sent to Kuwait in support

of Operation Iraqi Freedom, where she served until her passing;
