Community Presbyterian Church; and

transport a cardiac surgeon enroute to harvest a heart for a
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transplant; the heart was harvested, transplanted, and the

child's life was saved; and

WHEREAS, His passions included Chicago sports, especially
the beloved Chicago Cubs; he was an avid golfer and member of
Edgewood Valley Country Club; and he was a participant in the

Chicago Marathon; and

WHEREAS, Robert Francis Bernard is survived by his wife,
Elisa Fryer Bernard; his children, Kendal Elisabeth and Bryce
Robert; his parents, Sandra and Charles Homola; his sister,
Robin (Bill) Lewis; his grandmother, Mildred Toberman; his
aunt, Sharon Toberman; his niece, Brittany Lewis; and his
nephews, Billy and Bradley Lewis and Nolan Thomas Fryer;
