resided until his wife's passing in 1993; and
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WHEREAS, Lester Saxe was active in the community as a 4-H
leader and Akin Grade School board member; he served as a
Sunday school teacher, superintendent, and lay leader at Mount
Etna Methodist Church; he was also a member of the Akin Water
District and Franklin County Farm Bureau Boards and the First

Church of the Nazarene in Benton; and

WHEREAS, Lester Saxe was a faithful follower of all
extracurricular activities in which his children and
grandchildren were involved; he enjoyed playing his harmonica

whenever and wherever the urge arose; and

WHEREAS, Lester Saxe was preceded in death by his wife,
Susie; his children, Charlotte and David; his sisters, Ruby
Amann, Clara Lankford, and Florence Hortin; and his brothers,
