the musicians and various choirs, including the bell choirs;

WHEREAS, Mary Jean Roush enjoyed music and playing the
piano; she was known for her artistic flair and her creative

Halloween costumes; and

family and friends; the family hosted an exchange student from
South Africa, Marie Von Straaten, who remains a close-knit part

of the family; and
