WHEREAS, Federally Qualified Health Centers expand access
to affordable, high quality, cost-effective health care to all
people, regardless of ability to pay, and contain health care
costs by fostering prevention and integrating the delivery of
primary care with aggressive outreach, patient education,

translation and other enabling services; and

WHEREAS, In Illinois, 1.4 million individuals lack access

to health insurance coverage; and
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WHEREAS, The Illinois Primary Health Care Association has
proposed a plan called "ACCESS ILLINOIS" to provide a medical

home to 2 million insured and uninsured patients by 2015; and
