WHEREAS, Pastor Wills accepted his calling to preach in
1977; to equip himself for the work of preaching God's word he
attended Austin Peay University in Clarksville, Tennessee,

Kankakee Community College, Chicago Baptist Institute, Moody
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Bible Institute, and Liberty University in  Lynchburg,
Virginia; he has been a member of the B.E.S.T. Conference of
Los Angeles, California for 13 years, which specializes in the

study of Greek and Hebrew; and

WHEREAS, Reverend Wills began pastoring the Greater New
Hope Missionary Baptist Church February 12, 1984, after eleven
years as Assistant Pastor under his father Reverend Joseph
Wills, Sr.; he has pastored the Greater New Hope Church for 25
years, where he has been instrumental in raising the standards
for the church community and building a $1.6 million edifice to

accommodate a growing congregation and ministry; and

WHEREAS, In the last 25 years he has helped to organize the
Chris Lloyd Scholarship Foundation, clothing ministry, food
ministry, and the Outreach Ministry at the River Valley
Supportive Living facility; under his leadership the church has
purchased several properties on Cottage Avenue and Cedar Street
for future building plans; Pastor Wills has held wvarious
positions in civic and denominational organizations, serving
as President of the Minister's Alliance of Kankakee County,
Assistant Dean of Religion for the Baptist General State
Convention of Illinois, and Chairman of Membership for the
Baptist General State Convention of Illinois; and he was a
member of the Federal Loan Review Committee, a board member of

United Way Organization, as well as a board member and
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organizer of the Dr. Martin Luther King Foundation; and

for teaching and preaching God's Word and for pastoring the
people of God; like his father, he is truly a man committed to
