WHEREAS, Alderman Bobby Rush recommended Judy for the

position of Office Manager to Commissioner Jerry Butler during

Butler's successfully candidacy for Cook County Commissioner

from 1985 to 1986; Alderman Rush extended an offer to her to

serve as his Executive Secretary in the Second Ward Regular

Democratic Organization in 1986; since his elevation to U.S

Congressman of the First Congressional District in 1992, she

has held several key positions under him, most notably in her

current position as the Director of Constituent Services; and

WHEREAS, In the role of Director of Constituent Services,

she has successfully developed valuable working relationships

with many constituents both on the governmental and main street

levels and has proven to be a great asset in this role; during

her 38-year career she has had the pleasure of working for

Congressman Rush for 24 years; and

WHEREAS, Judy has been married to Elishious Tucker for 38

years and they reside in Chicago; she is a faithful member of

the Miracle House of Prayer Church in Chicago, under the

leadership of Pastor Dwight Craig; and
