FEducation since 1997; he served as the Superintendent Parole
Chaplain of Cook and Lake Counties for the Illinois Department
of Corrections from 1997 to 2001; he served as Chief Police
Chaplain and Administrator for the City of Harvey from 1998 to
1999; in 1998, he served as a Domestic Violence Facilitator for
