of Park Manor Christian Church in Chicago since September of

1985; under his inspired leadership, the Park Manor Christian

Church has flourished as one of the largest and most

influential African-American congregations in the Christian

Church (Disciples of Christ); and

WHEREAS, Reverend James Demus III served as the Executive

Director of the Chicago South Side Branch of the NAACP; he was

a founder of the Ministerial Alliance Against the Digital

Divide; he was also the Co-Convener of the Disciples Justice

Action Network; and

numerous awards and certificates, including the prestigious

Community Service Fellowship of the Chicago Community Trust;
