WHEREAS, Chief Swan is the recipient of such awards as the
Police Medal of Distinction from the City Council of
Monticello; the Life Saving Commendation from the Jewish
Employment and Vocational Services of St. Louis; a Letter of
Commendation from Scotland Yard; a Diploma of Honor and Veteran
of Labor Medal from the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics; a
Law Enforcement Commendation Medal from the Sons of the
American Revolution; a Medal of Excellence in Service to Russia
1 & 2 Order; a Distinguished  Alumnus Award 1993,
Hannibal-LaGrange College; the Medal of Yuri Gagarin; and the
Medal Freedom of Russia, presented by President Boris Yeltsin's

WHEREAS, Chief Swan was awarded the List of Honor by the
Ministry of the Interior of Russia for saving the lives of
three Russian «citizens in 1993; Chief Swan received the
