WHEREAS, Victoire Raoul migrated to the United States in

1962, first settling in New York; she then relocated to

Chicago, where she worked as a nurse and met Gilbert Raoul, who

she married in July of 1962; their beloved son, Philip, was

born to them in November of 1965; and

WHEREAS, Victoire Raoul served as a nurse in numerous

hospitals in and around Chicago; beginning her career at

Woodlawn Hospital, she moved on to serve at Mercy Hospital,

Northwestern Hospital, the University of Chicago Hospital,

Christ Hospital, and Provident Hospital, from which she retired

in 1997; however, her commitment to helping those in need was
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so great that she returned to the work force at South Shore

Hospital, where she served as a nurse in the hospital's

Chemical Dependence Unit until her health intervened in 2004;
