to the United States; and in 1948 he received an Honorable

Discharge; and

WHEREAS, He served as an Illinois State Senator in the 19th

District from 1979 to 1987; and

WHEREAS, On April 27, 2011, he will be one of 95 World War

II veterans that will be escorted to Washington, D.C., as part

of Honor Flight Chicago to see the World War II Memorial; and
