Sister Wencesla worked there until 2006; and

WHEREAS, Since 2006, Sister Wencesla has been in the

infirmary at St. Francis Convent of Alton and is the oldest

sister in their American Province; as an Adoration Sister,

Sister Wencesla spends up to 3 hours in the Adoration Chapel
