Alarm System (ILEAS) Region 4/Cook, DuPage, and Lake Counties
and serves as the committee chair for the ILEAS Weapons of Mass
Destruction/Special Response Teams; he serves as co-chairman
of the Terrorism/Emergency Preparedness committees of the
South Suburban Chiefs of Police and the South Suburban Mayors
and Managers Associations; in 2005, he was deployed as a member
