the relevant grant or loan agreement; therefore, be it

directed to conduct a performance audit of the Department of

Commerce and Economic Opportunity, the Department of Central

Management Services, and the Capital Development Board to

assess their compliance with the provisions of Public Act

96-1064; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the audit shall include an analysis of

whether grant recipients have submitted required written

certifications and business enterprise program plans; and be it

further

RESOLVED, That any entity having information relevant to

this audit shall cooperate fully and promptly with the Auditor

General in the conduct of this audit; and be it further
