emphasized fiduciary responsibility and making sure the
village government 1is run efficiently; he has been a strong
advocate of expanding community business development,
maintaining quality programs and services for the community,

and continuing family-friendly community events; and

WHEREAS, As Mayor and in his personal life, William Rahn
has held close relationships with the Westmont Chamber of
Commerce, the Westmont Rotary, the Westmont Lions, the Westmont
Special Events Corporation, and the Westmont Historical

Society, where he was a charter member; and
