WHEREAS, Ray Munch was awarded The Spirit of Glen Ellyn
Award and Officer of the Year for the second time in 2010 as
part of a group who responded to a fire at Royal Glen
Condominiums; he carried a woman with Muscular Dystrophy down 3

flights of stairs to safety; and

WHEREAS, Ray Munch has received countless letters of thanks
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and commendation from the public and other police agencies; and

WHEREAS, Ray Munch resigned from the Glen Ellyn Police
Department on August 29, 2013 due to injuries sustained in the

line of duty; and

WHEREAS, Ray Munch was born on July 19, 1980; he attended
Lisle Senior High School and the College of DuPage, and he
graduated from Western Illinois University in Macomb; he lives
in Naperville with his wife, Kelley, and their 2 sons, Ben and
