constructed; and

WHEREAS, Union Dairy's iconic ice cream parlor came about

in 1934; in 1936, the 2 founders parted ways, with Alber Hill

purchasing Superior Dairy and Conrad Kaiser keeping Union

Dairy; and

WHEREAS, In 1997, Willy Alber purchased the building, did

some remodeling and restoring, and re-opened Union Dairy; today

it's still a family affair, with co-owner and manager, Jodi

Miller, and partners, Uncle Willy and Cousin Pete Alber and
