WHEREAS, Jordan Lewis left us too soon; the 15 year-old

high school student faced overwhelming pressure at school due

to bullying; in his suicide note, he blamed bullying as the

WHEREAS, Jordan Lewis is survived by his parents; a

brother, Kyle Lewis; a sister, Deeanna Lewis; his paternal

grandmother, Rita Miller; a step-grandmother, Juanita Lewis;

his maternal grandfather, Bob (Joyce); his maternal

grandmother, Cheryl (Roger) Rains; his maternal

great-grandmother, Joyce Green; 2 uncles, Phillip Lewis and Tom
