Kentucky, and Monrovia, Liberia; and

WHEREAS, During his tenure at Alvord, Burdick, and Howson,
Donald Eckmann served as the c¢ivil engineer responsible for
overseeing the design of the Lake Michigan water supply system

project, which helped lay the groundwork for more than 20
