Ancient Free and Accepted Masons, and the Exchange and Optimist
Clubs; wupon moving to Virden, he joined the Grace Southern
Baptist Church, where he served as deacon; he was an active
member of American Legion Post #386 and an avid supporter of

the Land of Lincoln Honor Flight to Washington, D.C.; and

WHEREAS, Lyle Royal was preceded in death by his parents

and by his brother, Gerland "Rusty" Royal; and
