WHEREAS, After his stint in the military, Nick Hamilos went

back to Madison and joined his brother, Chris, in his meat

business, becoming co-owner of Hamilos Brothers Meat Company;

they worked together for 47 years until retiring after selling

their business; he was the creator of "Nick's" seasoning, which

is still sold today; and

WHEREAS, Nick Hamilos was a charter member of the Glen

Carbon Kiwanis Club, which started on September 10, 1953; he

was also a trustee of the Glen Carbon Fire District, a 20-year

member of the Edwardsville Unit 7 School Board, and a 20-year
