Paul Simon; he served as director of communications for City

Water Light and Power for the City of Springfield; he served as
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United States Senator Alan Dixon's Chief of Staff during his
years as Illinois State Treasurer, Secretary of State, and
Senator; he also served as the director of Government Relations
for Major League Baseball and served on the board of trustees

for Southern Illinois University; and

WHEREAS, Era Callahan was preceded in death by his parents;
a brother, Fran; a sister, Jody Pruitt; and a son, Daniel

"Coach Cal" Callahan; and

WHEREAS, Era Callahan is survived by his wife, Ann; 2
daughters, Lynn (Al) Riddley and United States Representative
Cheri (Gerry) Bustos; a daughter-in-law, Stacy Callahan; 7
