Safety in 2011; General Motors and National Safety Council's

Teen Driver Safety Leadership Award in 2012; and first place in

the Illinois Department of Transportation's Operation Teen

WHEREAS, Judy Weber-Jones has been an inspiration and

mentor to her students throughout the years by providing them

with life lessons in addition to driver education; and

WHEREAS, Judy Weber-Jones' students state she has taught

them how to "bring out the best" in themselves and others, that

they have "never met a person more caring, kind, and giving to

everyone", and that she has "forever changed" their lives;
