WHEREAS, Director Scholten has earned many awards during
his career; The 1Illinois Parks and Recreation Association
awarded him their Profesional Award in 2003, and the Robert

Artz Lifetime Achievement Award in 2009; and

WHEREAS, In addition to his work with the Park District,
Director Scholten has always found time to fill leadership
positions with the local Chambers of Commerce, special
recreation associations, park foundations, the Illinois Park
and Recreation Association, and the National Recreation and

Park Association; and

WHEREAS, Director Scholten has a special love for the game
of basketball and officiated at the 1Illinois High School
Association State Championship game in 2009; he was inducted
into the Illinois Basketball Coaches Association Hall of Fame

as an official in 2012; and
