United States Army as a door gunner, protecting medical

helicopters as they evacuated wounded soldiers; and

WHEREAS, Rolando Correa managed one of the first

registration campaign drives of Latino voters in Chicago; in

the summer of 1980, during his tenure with the Puerto Rican

Parade Committee, he followed the call to celebrate Puerto

Rican arts and culture by bringing Las Fiestas Patronales to

Humboldt Park; and

WHEREAS, Rolando Correa worked for the County of Cook, the

City of Chicago, and the State of Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Rolando Correa, after more than 43 combined years
