Cartilage Repair Society and the American Orthopedic Society

for Sports Medicine, as well as many other medical

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Director of Orthopedic Services at Memorial Medical Center,

Co-Director of the Orthopedic Group at Springfield Clinic, and

Committee, helping to improve bicycle paths around
