Society Daughters of the American Revolution, where she had
been Regent and Honorary Ex-Regent of the Kishwaukee Trail
Chapter NSDAR and held wvarious other offices; she was also a

member of Colonial Dames of the XVII Century; and

WHEREAS, Norma Anderson enjoyed spending time with
friends, especially the Greenwood Lunch Bunch, the Methodist
Lunch Bunch, and Crazy Hats; she also enjoyed transcribing old
handwritten documents at the McHenry County Recorder's Office
and at the McHenry County Historical Society; she and her
husband traveled extensively, including a trip to Australia and

New Zealand; and

husband, Glenn "Andy" Elliot Anderson; her parents; her sister,
Norine Mathey; her brother-in-law, Charles Mathey; and an

infant brother, James Emor Doolittle; and
