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AN ACT concerning mlitary | eave of absence.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Mlitary Leave of Absence Act is anended

by changing Section 1 as foll ows:

(5 ILCS 325/1) (fromCh. 129, par. 501)

Sec. 1. Any full-time enployee, including officers and

enpl oyees of a school district, of the State of [Illinois,

other than an independent contractor, who is a nenber of any
reserve conponent of the United States Arnmed Forces or of any
reserve conponent of the Illinois State Mlitia, shall be

granted leave from State or school district enploynent for

any period actively spent in such mlitary servi ce,
i ncl udi ng:

(1) basic training;

(2) special or advanced training, whether or not within
the State, and whether or not voluntary; and

(3) annual training.

During such | eaves, the enployee's seniority and other
benefits shall continue to accrue.

During leaves for annual training, the enployee shal
continue to receive his regular conpensation as a State or

school district enployee. During |eaves for basic training

and up to 60 days of special or advanced training, if such
enpl oyee's conpensation for mlitary activities is |l ess than

his conpensation as a State or school district enployee, he

shall receive his regular conpensation as a State or_school
district enployee mnus the anount of his base pay for
mlitary activities.
