Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the

Fr eedom of Choi ce Act.

Section 5. Public policy and | egislative purpose. The
General Assenbly of the State of Illinois both recognizes and
respects a woman's right to personal bodily integrity and
autonony. In light of this public policy, the purpose of
this Act is to protect the reproductive rights and freedom of

wonen.

Section 10. Restrictions on pregnancy term nation.

(a) Notwithstanding any law to the contrary, State
agencies and units of |ocal governnent shall not restrict the
right of a wonman to choose to term nate a pregnancy before
fetal viability or at any tine, if termnation isS necessary
to protect the life or health of wonen, except under
subsection (c).

(b) Al State agencies and units of |ocal governnment
shall review and revise, as necessary, al | rul es,
regul ations, ordinances, and resolutions that violate this
Secti on.

(c) State agencies and units of local governnment may
i npose requirenents nedically necessary to protect the life

and heal th of wonen.

Section 50. Hone rule. A honme rule wunit may not
exercise any of its powers in a manner inconsistent with this

Act . This Section is a denial and limtation of honme rule
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powers and functions under subsection (h) of Section 6 of

Article VII of the Illinois Constitution.
