(a) Registered |land surveyor. No action may be brought
against a Registered Land Surveyor to recover danmages for
negl i gence, errors or omssions in the nmaking of any survey
nor for contribution or indemity related to such negligence,
errors or omssions nore than 4 years after the person
cl ai m ng such danmages actually knows or should have known of
such negligence, errors or om ssions. This Section applies to

surveys conpleted after July 26, 1967. This subsection (a)

applies only to causes of action accruing before t he

effective date of this anendatory Act of the 92nd Genera

Assenbl y
(b) Professional | and surveyor. No action nmy be
brought against a professional | and surveyor to recover

danages for negligence, errors, onmissions, torts, breaches of

contract, or otherwise in the making of any survey, nor

contribution or indemity, nore than 4 years after the person

claining the damages actually knows or should have known of

the negligence, errors, omssions, torts, br eaches of

contract, or other action.

In no event nay such an action be brought if 10 years

have el apsed fromthe time of the act or om ssion. Any

person who di scovers the act or om ssion before expiration of

the 10-year period, however, may in no event have less than 4

vears to bring an action. Contract actions against a surety
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on a paynent or perfornance bond nust be commenced within the

sane tine limtation applicable to the bond princi pal.

If the person entitled to bring the action is under the

age of 18 or under a legal disability, the period of

limtation does not begin to run until the person reaches 18

vears of age or the disability is renpved.

This subsection (b) applies to causes of action accruing

on or after the effective date of this anendatory Act of the

92nd General Assenbly.
