(a) Inthis Section:

"Medi cation” means a nedicine, prescribed by (i) a

physician licensed to practice nedicine in all its branches,

(ii) a physician assistant who has been delegated the

authority to prescribe asthma nedications by his or her

super vi si ng physi ci an, or (iii) an advanced practice

regi stered nurse who has a witten collaborative agreenent

with a collaborating physician that del egates the authority

to prescribe asthna nedications, for a pupil that pertains to

the pupil's asthna and that has an i ndividual prescription

"Self-adnmnistration" neans a pupil's discretionary use

of his or her prescribed asthma nedi cati on.

(b) A school or school boar d must permt t he

self-adm nistration of nedication by a pupil with asthm
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provi ded that:

(1) the parents or quardians of the pupil provide

to the school or school board witten authorization for

the self-adm nistration of nedication; and

(2) the parents or quardi ans of the pupil provi de

to the school or school board a witten statenent from

the pupil's physician, physician assistant, or advanced

practice regi stered nurse containing the follow ng

i nf ormati on:

(A) the nane and purpose of the nedication;

(B) the prescribed dosage; and

(C) the tine or times at which or the special

circunstances under which the nmedication is to be

adm ni st er ed.

The informati on provided shall be kept on file in the office

of the school nurse or, in the absence of a school nurse, the

school's adni ni strator.

(c) The school or school board must informthe parents

or quardians of the pupil, in witing, that the school or

schools district and its enpl oyees and agents are to i ncur no

liability as a result of any injury arising from the

self-adnmnistration of nedication by the pupil. The parents

or quardians of the pupil nust sign a statenent acknow edgi ng

that the school district is toincur noliability as a result

of any injury arising from the self-admnistration of

medi cation by the pupil and that the parents or guardi ans

must indemify and hold harnmess the district and its

enpl oyees and agents against any clains arising out of the

self-adnm nistration of nedication by the pupil.

(d) The pernmission for self-adninistration of nedication

is effective for the school year for which it is granted and

shall be renewed each subsequent school year upon fulfill nent

of the requirenents of this Section.

(e) Provided that the requirenents of this Section are
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fulfilled, a pupil with asthma nay possess and use his or her

medi cati on (i) whil e in school , (ii) while at a

school - sponsored activity, (iii) while under the supervision

of school personnel, or (iv) before or after nornal school

activities, such as while in before-school or after-school

care on school - operated property.
