AN ACT relating to heirloommarriage certificates.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The State Finance Act is anended by addi ng

Section 5.541 as foll ows:

(30 I'LCS 105/5.541 new)
Sec. 5.541. The Affordabl e Housi ng Fund.

Section 10. The Vital Records Act is anended by changi ng

Section 25 as foll ows:

(410 ILCS 535/25) (fromCh. 111 1/2, par. 73-25)

Sec. 25. In accordance with Section 24 of this Act, and
t he regul ati ons adopted pursuant thereto:

(1) The State Registrar of Vital Records shall search
the files of birth, death, and fetal death records, upon
receipt of a witten request and a fee of $10 from any
applicant entitled to such search. A search fee shall not be
required for commenorative birth certificates issued by the
State Registrar. |If, wupon search, the record requested is
found, the State Registrar shall furnish the applicant one
certification of such record, under the seal of such office.
If the request is for a certified copy of the record an
additional fee of $5 shall be required. |If the request is
for a certified copy of a death certificate or a fetal death
certificate, an additional fee of $2 is required. The
additional fee shall be deposited into the Death Certificate
Sur charge Fund. A further fee of $2 shall be required for
each additional certification or certified copy requested.
If the requested record is not found, the State Regi strar

shall furnish the applicant a certification attesting to that
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fact, if so requested by the applicant. A further fee of $2
shall be required for each additional certification that no
record has been found.

Any | ocal registrar or county clerk shall search the
files of birth, death and fetal death records, upon receipt
of a witten request from any applicant entitled to such
sear ch. | f upon search the record requested is found, such
| ocal registrar or county clerk shall furnish the applicant
one certification or certified copy of such record, under the
seal of such office. If the requested record is not found,
the local registrar or county clerk shall furnish the
applicant a certification attesting to that fact, if so
requested by the applicant. The local registrar or county
clerk may charge fees for providing services for which the
State Registrar may charge fees under this Section, except
that such fees may not exceed the fees charged by the State
Regi strar.

A request to any custodian of vital records for a search
of the death record indexes for geneal ogical research shal
require a fee of $10 per nanme for a 5 year search. An
additional fee of $1 for each additional year searched shal
be required. If the requested record is found, one
uncertified copy shall be issued w thout additional charge.

Any fee received by the State Registrar pursuant to this
Section which is of an insufficient anount may be returned by
the State Registrar wupon his recording the receipt of such
fee and the reason for its return. The State Registrar 1is
authorized to maintain a 2 signature, revol ving checking
account with a suitable commercial bank for the purpose of
deposi ting and w thdrawi ng-for-return cash received and
determ ned insufficient for the service requested.

(2) The certification of birth my contain only the
name, sex, date of birth, and place of birth, of the person

to whomit relates, the name, age and birthplace of the
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parents, and the file nunber; and none of the other data on
the certificate of birth except as aut hori zed under
subsection (5) of this Section

(3) The certification of death shall contain only the
name, Social Security Nunmber, sex, date of death, and place
of death of the person to whomit relates, and file nunber;
and none of the other data on the certificate of death except
as aut horized under subsection (5) of this Section.

(4) Certification or a certified copy of a certificate
shal | be i ssued:

(a) Upon t he order of a court of conpetent
jurisdiction; or

(b) In case of a birth certificate, upon the
specific witten request for a certification or certified
copy by the person, if of |egal age, by a parent or other
| egal representative of the person to whomthe record of
birth relates, or by a person having a geneal ogical
interest; or

(c) Upon the specific witten request for a
certification or certified copy by a departnment of the
state or a nunicipal corporation or t he f eder al
governnent; or

(d) In case of a death or fetal death certificate,

upon specific witten request for a certified copy by a

per son, or hi s dul y authorized agent, having a

geneal ogi cal , personal or property right interest in the

record.

A genealogical interest shall be a proper purpose with
respect to births which occurred not less than 75 years and
deaths which occurred not |ess than 20 years prior to the
date of witten request. \Were the purpose of the request is
a genealogical interest, the custodian shall stanp the
certification or <copy wth the words, FOR GENEALOG CAL
PURPOSES ONLY.
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(5 Any certification or certified copy issued pursuant

to this Section shall show the date of registration; and
copies issued fromrecords marked "delayed," "anended," or
"court order" shall be simlarly marked and show the

effective date.

(6) Any certification or certified copy of a certificate
i ssued in accordance with this Section shall be considered as
prima facie evidence of the facts therein stated, provided
that the evidentiary value of a certificate or record filed
nore than one year after the event, or a record which has
been anmended, shall be determned by the judicial or
adm ni strative body or official before whom the certificate
is offered as evi dence.

(7) Any certification or certified copy issued pursuant
to this Section shall be issued wthout charge when the
record IS required by t he United States Veterans
Adm ni stration or by any accredited veterans organi zation to
be used in determning the weligibility of any person to
participate in benefits available from such organization.
Requests for such copies nmust be in accordance with Sections
1 and 2 of "An Act to provide for the furnishing of copies of
public docunents to interested parties,”" approved My 17,
1935, as now or hereafter anended.

(8 The National Vital Statistics Division, or any
agency which may be substituted therefor, may be furni shed
such copies or data as it my require for nat i onal
statistics; provided that the State shall be reinbursed for
the cost of furnishing such data; and provided further that
such data shall not be wused for other than statistica
purposes by the National Vital Statistics D vision, or any
agency whi ch may be substituted therefor, unless so
authorized by the State Registrar of Vital Records.

(9) Federal, State, local, and other public or private

agencies nmay, upon request, be furnished copies or data for
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statistical purposes upon such terns or conditions as may be
prescribed by the Departnent.

(10) The State Registrar of Vital Records, at his
discretion and in the interest of pronoting registration of
births, may issue, without fee, to the parents or guardi an of
any or every child whose birth has been registered in
accordance wth the provisions of this Act, a special notice
of registration of birth.

(11) No person shall prepare or 1issue any certificate
whi ch purports to be an original, certified copy, or
certification of a certificate of birth, death, or fetal
death, except as authorized in this Act or regulations
adopt ed her eunder.

(12) A conputer print-out of any record of birth, death
or fetal record that may be certified under this Section may
be used in place of such certification and such conputer
print-out shall have the sane |legal force and effect as a
certified copy of the docunent.

(13) The State Registrar may verify fromthe information
contained in the index maintained by the State Registrar the
authenticity of information on births, deaths, marriages and
di ssolution of marriages provided to a federal agency or a
public agency of another state by a person seeking benefits
or enploynent fromthe agency, provided the agency pays a fee
of $10.

(14) The State Registrar may issue commenorative birth
certificates to per sons eligible to receive birth
certificates wunder this Section upon the paynent of a fee to
be determ ned by the State Registrar.

(15) Upon request and upon the paynment of a fee as set

forth in this subdivision (15), the State Reqi strar shal

i ssue an heirloommarriage certificate to the parties to a

marriage for which a marri age certificate has been reqi stered

with the Ofice of Vital Records. The heirl oom marri age
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certificate nust be in a formconsistent with the need to

protect the integrity of vital records and nust be suitable

for display. The heirloommarriage certificate nay bear the

seal of the State and may be signed by the Governor. The fee

for an heirloomnarri age certificate shall be deternined by

the State Reqgistrar and shall include the cost of producing

and issuing the heirloom narriage certificate and an

addi ti onal sum of $25. The additional $25 shall be deposited

into the Affordable Housing Fund, a special fund that is

created in the State treasury. Moneys in the Affordable

Housi ng Fund shall be used, subject to appropriation, solely

for grants for affordabl e housi ng prograns.

Section 15. The Illinois Marriage and D ssolution of

Marriage Act is anmended by changi ng Section 202 as foll ows:

(750 ILCS 5/202) (from Ch. 40, par. 202)

Sec. 202. WMarriage License and Marriage Certificate.)
(a) The Director of Public Health shall prescribe the form
for an application for a marriage |icense, which shal
i nclude the follow ng information:

(1) nane, sex, occupation, address, social security
nunber, date and place of birth of each party to the proposed
marri age;

(2) if either party was previously married, his nane,
and the date, place and court in which the marriage was
di ssolved or declared invalid or the date and place of death
of the fornmer spouse;

(3) nane and address of the parents or guardi an of each
party; and

(4) whether the parties are related to each other and,
if so, their relationship.

(a-5) Heirloom marriage certificates shall be issued,
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upon request, in accordance with Section 25 of +the Vital

Records Act.

(b) The Director of Public Health shall prescribe the
forms for the marriage |license, the marriage certificate, the

heirloom narriage certificate, and, when necessary, the

consent to marri age.
