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AN ACT concerni ng neetings of public bodies.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Open Meetings Act is anended by changing

Section 2.06 as foll ows:

Sec. 2.06. (a) Al public bodies shall keep witten
m nutes of all their neetings, whether open or closed. Such
m nutes shall include, but need not be limted to:
(1) the date, tine and place of the neeting;
(2) the nenbers of the public body recorded as
ei ther present or absent; and
(3) a summary of discussion on al | matters
proposed, deliberated, or decided, and a record of any
vot es taken.
(b) The m nutes of neetings open to the public shall be

witten and shall be available for public inspection within 7

days of the approval of such mnutes by the public body.
(b-5) Mnutes of neetings closed to the public shall be
avail able only after the public body determnes that it is no
| onger necessary to protect the public interest or the
privacy of an individual by keeping themconfidential. A

verbatimrecord of mnutes of neetings closed to the public

shal | be mai ntai ned by the public body. Pursuant to Secti on

3, the court may exanine in camera any portion of the m nutes

of a neeting at which a violation of this Act is alleged to

have occurred. The m nutes of neetings closed to the public

shall not be subject to disclosure in any other proceedi ngs

or for any other purpose whatsoever, except upon direction of

the public body. Such record may be maintained in the form

of an audio or video recording or may be taken by a certified
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court reporter.

(c) Each public body shall periodically, but no |ess
than sem -annually, neet to review mnutes of all closed
meetings. At such neetings a determnation shall be nmade,
and reported in an open session that (1) the need for
confidentiality still exists as to all or part of those
mnutes or (2) that the mnutes or portions thereof no |onger
require confidential treatnment and are available for public
i nspecti on.
